SYNTHETIC TURF AND GRASS

Have you seen and touched the new, more evolved synthetic turf and grass prod-
ucts of today?  A number of considerations determine the appearance, feel, and 
durability of these environmentally friendly installations whether in commercial or 
residential applications, such as athletic fields, landscaping, golfing greens, pet 
areas, roof gardens, and pool areas to list just a few examples. 

Selection considerations of the appropriate product include material 
(polypropylene, polyethylene, nylon, or a blend), porosity, permeability (including 
absorbency of the infill), density, face weights, stitch rates, tufting, thatch percent-
age, backings, odor and stain resistance (including urine and feces resistance), 
antibacterial and antimicrobial properties, ultraviolet resistance, temperature resis-
tance, engineered height, consistent smoothness, reactiveness of actual grass (in 
sports applications), and color or color blend.  Know the source of the material 
and review the technical documentation to ensure compliance with ASTM F2765 
for lead content.  Rolls are typically available in 15ô-0ò widths. 

Design the base and subbase materials and their depths and compaction as re-
quired for drainage, desired finish elevations, uniformity, consistency, impact at-
tenuation, and performance. 

Plan ahead before cutting, trimming, and installing so that the natural direction of 
the grass blades is the same from one roll to the next in the installation (typically 
in the direction towards the eye) and to ensure that cuts are made along rows of 
grass to prevent fraying.  Anchor the material by staking or nailing as suggested 
by the manufacturer based upon the perimeter and to allow for the appropriate 
seaming methods, such as adhering, staking, stapling, or a mechanical bonding 
system with seam tape, depending upon the particular configurations. 

With some artificial turf, an ñinfillò of rubber, sand, polymer beads, or other proprie-
tary material, must be worked into the base of the grass blades to support and 
cushion the blades.  With some manufacturersô products, a ñthatchò is intertwined 
at the base of the blades during the manufacturing process to support them or to 
give a more lifelike appearance.  Note, too, that the term ñinfillò might refer to the 
crushed granite or sand beneath the roll and its backing.  In either case, the type 
of infill used is directly related to the impact attenuation, the performance, and the 
durability and life of the installation and should be selected accordingly. 

Maintenance includes rinsing and grooming (raking or brooming) with the fre-
quency depending upon the activity level.   In pet areas, picking up the solid 
waste and then rinsing away the residue is part of maintenance.  An occasional 
more thorough cleaning  by rinsing with a white vinegar and water solution or 
other type of solution as suggested by the synthetic turf manufacturer may be rec-
ommended to neutralize odor-causing spores. 

New installations of synthetic turf are available for use within hours of installation, 
plus they result in less down time due to weather and offer time savings for other 
maintenance priorities and busy lifestyles.  In addition, in sports applications, syn-
thetic material meets the demand for higher quality playing fields and allows for a 
higher volume of usage (and possibly fewer fields) and potential rental income for 
a facility.  Perhaps even more important, research indicates that fewer injuries 
occur due to uniformity, consistency, and impact attenuation of the surface.  And, 
yes, for the golfers, movable chipping mats are available.

He is a committee member on the LEED for Schools Task Force, and a 
committee member on the Insulating Concrete Form Associationôs New Membership Committee.  Mr. 
Fisher served as the ICF Technical Advisor and Crew Leader on ABCôs Extreme Home Makeover.  He has 
appeared as a green building expert on KTOK 1000 AM, OKC Metro TV News Show, Oklahoma Forum, 
and Home Talk USA with the Cajun Contractor. 

Roger Tadlock has represented MKM Sales of Beaumont, Texas, for more than 10 years.  He has 9 years 
experience with Invisible Structures, Inc., of Golden, Colorado, where he was the Marketing Representative  
in Texas, Oklahoma, Arkansas, Louisiana and Mississippi.  This responsibility involves training architects in 
the benefits of sustainable design and the use of porous paving for storm water management utilizing the 
Grasspave2 and Gravelpave2  porous paving systems.  Promoting the LEED building program and helping 
architects address  Environmental Protection Agency issues involving  urban runoff and heat island mitiga-
tion.  He has 6 years experience with AquaShield, Inc. of Chattanooga, Tennessee, where he served as the 
Marketing Representative in Arkansas, Louisiana and Mississippi.

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For todayôs sustainable-related emphasis in construction projects, manufacturers of synthetic turf and grass 
products offer up-to-date information related to pre- and post-consumer recyclable materials, regional manu-
facturing, storm water design, heat island effect, construction activity pollution prevention, and reduction in 
the use of energy, water, and chemicals required for maintenance.  Therefore, products and installations 
may qualify for LEED credits ï most typically for water efficiency as related to irrigation. 

As always, consult with those manufacturers, product representatives, and designers who have first hand 
knowledge and experience with the materials and installations being considered for your projects.  The Syn-
thetic Turf Council (syntheticturfcouncil.org) and the Association of Synthetic Grass Installers (asgi.us) offer 
design guidelines, installation standards, and vendor and installer training certifications. 

Remember that the appropriate material, proper installation, and regular maintenance are all key to a suc-
cessful installation that serves beyond the typical 10 to 15 year warranties available.
